K-16 $1,390/semester

Perfect for
students on the go, this plan provides the conven-
ience of enjoying an all-you-care-to-eat meal in the
dining hall or grabbing a quick bite at other campus
food service locations.

KB-168 $1,390/semester

This plan allows a maximum of 168 meals through-
out the semester, 300 Cougar dollars and 2 guest
meals per month. Perfect for students with an active
lifestyle, this plan allows you the flexibility to enjoy
your meals anytime up to the maximum meals allot-
ted per semester.

K-7 $1,390/semester

KB-96 $973/semester
